· Your bike MUST have a current license plate, be street legal in the state of registration, & be equipped with a USFS approved spark arrestor & muffler which must 
pass 92 dba at 20” sound check.  No pass…no ride. And no refunds. 

· We DO NOT provide medical insurance, & urge you NOT to operate a motorcycle without it.  
· This is not a race or an enduro without check points.  This event is for responsible dual sport riders on quiet dual sport bikes.
